Here is a glimpse of what we have been working on in TD classes lately:





	Fifth Grade – We have been learning about news literacy by reading articles and deciphering real news from fake news. This month we will continue to review skills in preparation for our end of year testing. We will also participate in some fun end of year lessons including Breakout Boxes and other games/activities that involve critical thinking and problem solving.


	Fourth Grade – This month in math we used various resources to explore fractions, geometry, angles, rays, and lines. Students were able to measure the angles in their own names as well as create geometric art. In reading we have learned about poetic devices using Jacob’s Ladders and song lyrics.


     	Third Grade- Students are working hard to interpret and solve problems involving measurement and geometry. The reading classes are using Junior Great Books to dive deep into characters and their traits.  


	Second Grade – Students in second grade are now working on math enrichment such as Balance Math and Circuit math.  In reading each week I teach a lesson based on classroom objectives with elements of higher level critical thinking and problem solving.


 	First Grade and Kindergarten – I am pulling small groups for math, writing, and reading enrichment at least once a week.
